Lake Committee Formed 
The City Commission approved creating a Shawnee 

Lake Advisory Committee January 26
th
 and appointed 

members February 1
st
. This committee is expected to 

meet through September and will advise the City 

Commission on lake-related ordinances, zoning, 

recreational fees & permits, and lease rates & terms. 

Committee members are Commissioners Frank Sims and 

James Harrod, Mark Wolfe (SLLA), Russ Adams 

(STLA), Julie Akerman (School Land), Link Cowen 

(Homebuilder), Cindy Bruno (Sustainable Shawnee) and 

“residents at-large” Wolf Gugler and Lance Wortham. 

The first committee meeting was held February 10th and 

chaired by Planning Director Justin Erickson. In 

addition, City Manager Brian McDougal was there. 

Discussion centered on improvements needed (or 

desired) at the lake and how those would be funded, 

whether hiring a lake ranger was feasible, and the 

necessity to protect water quality. 

Currently, land around the lake is zoned “agriculture” 

which restricts building to 5-acre tracts. Since this and 

possibly other ordinances don’t fit the lake lots, there 

was discussion about creating a new zoning 

classification called “Urban Lake”. This will 

undoubtedly be an important topic affecting both 

leaseholds and the lake. 

Sims said he would like for the city to survey its lake 

lots, similar to what the CLO has done on state land; 

however, this may not be as simple as it seems. During 

an April 2007 City Commission meeting, City Engineer 

John Krywicki said if the city surveyed its lots, they 

would have to completely replat them because aerial 

photos show the plats do not match the physical 

boundaries (where people have been allowed to build). 

This could be a very expensive undertaking for the city 

at a time when resources are severely strained. 

Link Cowen cautioned against making changes without 

first considering the consequences. Link also said the 

city needed reassurance from the CLO that before they 

start any new development they will abide by city code. 

Although Sims said he did not think this was necessary, 

Erickson promised to request something in writing from 

the CLO’s legal staff.  

There was little discussion about lease rates and terms 

but this will undoubtedly be a major topic in the future.  

This is an open meeting, so you can attend as an 

audience member and hear first-hand, discussions 

regarding your future. The next meeting will be Monday 

March 8
th
 at 6:30 pm at City Hall.  

A Winter to Remember! 

 

The rare Christmas Eve blizzard of 2009 will be 

remembered by many for years to come. Oklahomans 

dreaming of a white Christmas awakened to 7-10 inches 

of snow, making it not only a white Christmas, but also a 

“lonely” one for many of us on the lake, as most roads 

were impassable.  

And although it’s rare for Oklahoma to receive this 

much snowfall at one time, round 2 hit the state on 

January 28, 2010, dumping another 7-10 inches (as 

evidenced by the picture above), along with ice that 

caused extensive power outages. 

According to the Oklahoma Climate Survey, January 

2010 was the 31
st
 coolest January on record, dating back 

to 1895 and the 51
st
 wettest. 
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Shawnee Twin Lakes 

Water Distribution Line 

One of the projects to be funded by the city’s water-rate 

increase last year was replacement of an aging 

distribution line between the lake and treatment plant. 

However, the city was waiting on approval of a loan 

from the Oklahoma Water Resource Board before 

commencing. The construction loan for $13,924,607 was 

approved by the OWRB on February 9
th
 and 

construction is expected to begin in May. 

This new 30-inch line will not only improve the supply 

of water to city but will also allow the existing line to 

serve as a back-up. 

According to an article in the Shawnee News-Star, “the 

project will include a river crossing across the North 

Canadian River, road borings, paving, removal of old 

pipe, installation of related appurtenances and 

replacements of three valves at the intake structure on 

Twin Lake No. 2.

Following a Public Forum on February 9
th
 seeking input 

from citizens on Shawnee’s trash service, the city 

publicly announced it was taking bids on a new long-

term waste disposal contract. The issue has to do with 

contract terms, not the quality of service currently 

provided by Allied Waste. 

Until the new contract is negotiated, the exact terms are 

unknown but options being discussed include: 

 Once per week solid waste, yard waste, and recyclable 

collection and processing. 

 Once per month bulk waste collection and citywide 

cleanup with four roll-offs at specific sites. 

 Optional smaller polycarts for senior citizens. 

 Community solid waste and bulk waste drop-off 

transfer station. 

 Collection point recycling location. 

However the new contract turns out, city trash service at 

the lake is one of the best bargains leaseholders have at 

only $13.75 per month. If you don’t currently subscribe 

but would like to, call (405) 275-9062.
