Recommendation

Not a major detriment due
to base of weathered
sandstone. Recommend
sealing cracks in back wall
when lake goes down.

Walls appear stable but
should be monitored
monthly and any changes
reported.

Cracks will not affect
performance of spillway,
but beams should be
evaluated by a structural
engineer to assess effect
on integrity of bridge.

Deficiency

1. Boils in concrete
spillway.

2. Cracks in vertical walls
of stilling basin.

3. Vertical cracks at ends
of spillway bridge
beams.

Code Inspection

When transferring or renewiryleasehold, the lessee is
required to furnish the city a scalechdiing showingall
improvements on the lot and the location of the water
well and septic system. Detailed rules for the drawing
are availablatthePlanning Departmer{878-1616)

After theoriginal drawing is on file, if the lessaeedsa
new building grmit the drawingvill be updated as part
of the permit process. The same is true for a well or
septic system, except the leaseholder will also need to
furnish a copy of the paperwork from thegaetment of
Environmental Quality (DEQ)Cost for theepermisis
$100for awater well and $2%or a septic system.

When doing the inspection, ti@nde Inspectowill
compare thémprovements on the property to the
drawingto ensure they match @md insgct the area of
the septic system for any obvious signsnafifunction.

If there is a privythe code inspector will ensure it is
filled in and not in use and point out to the homeowner
anyexterior wiring thamight pose a safety hazard.

Water Quality

The Oklahoma Water Resources Bo@@dVRB) has a
Beneficial UseMonitoring Program (BUMP) that
involves periodically taking water samples from lakes
throughout the state and testing water quality. Tagts
performed to determine if the lake is supporting: 1) Fish
and Wildlife Propagatiar2) Aesthetics; 3) Agricultu;

4) Primary Body Contact Recreation; and 5) Public &
Private Water Supply.

The last published report on the Twin Lakes was in 2006
but according to the OWRB, Lake #2 was sampled again
in 2008 and results will be available soon. A summary of
the resultwill be printed in this newsletter and online at
shawneetwinlakes.net as soon as they are available.
